PROGRAMS AND SERVICES 

Refugee Resettlement 
As one of 10 national voluntary agencies working in partnership with the Department of State (PRM) and 
the Office of Refugee Resettlement (ORR), ECDC provides reception and placement services and helps 
refugee newcomers achieve self-sufficiency as soon as possible. Of the 74,654 who arrived in FY 2009, 
3,880 were resettled by ECDC through branch offices in Colorado and Nevada and nine independent af-
filiated agencies. ORR also funds ECDC’s Matching Grant program, encouraging refugees to attain self-
sufficiency within four months; and the Preferred Communities program, administered by affiliates in Chi-
cago, Greensboro, Omaha and Phoenix. The Matching grant program served 674 clients this year.  

Branch Offices 
Branch offices in Las Vegas, 
Nevada, Denver, Colorado 
and Arlington, Virginia, pro-
vide a variety of economic, 
social and cultural services 
to refugees,  immigrants and 
low-income residents. 

EDG Subsidiary  

ECDC’s Enterprise Development

MITA Program

MAA Innovations in Technical 
Assistance (MITA) program 
provides innovative and in-
tense technical assistance to 
ethnic community based or-
ganizations to enhance their 
capacity to serve more refu-
gees and immigrants with 
comprehensive, quality ser-
vices that are well-managed 
and well-resourced. Five or-
ganizations, located in Arizo-
na, Idaho, Maine, North Caro-
lina and Tennessee were se-
lected though a competitive 
evaluation process to receive 
grants ranging from $5,000 to 
$10,000 for customized TA 
relevant to their respective 
organizational needs.
